ity using International Humani-
tarian Law as an instrument for 
encouraging more extensive 
thought about human behaviour. 
It focuses on the protection of 
life and human dignity in war-
time and, more generally, in all 
the experiences of daily life.
It consists of a series of “posts,” 
or stations, designed to increase 
understanding of the humanitar-
ian issues involved in conflict 
situations. Raid Cross thereby 
helps create the mentality of a 
“citizen of the world”, it provides 
information about rights and it 
underscores the importance of 
rules in situations of daily life. 
The purpose of Raid Cross is to 
make adolescents aware of the 
reality of armed conflict and 
humanitarian action, thus giving 
them tools for interpreting events, 
the news, and violence in gen-
eral.
Humanitarian action and Interna-
tional Humanitarian Law are “dis-
ciplines” that are more accessible 
to adolescents through practical 
demonstrations, learning “by 
example” and play. In the course 
of the activity, participants suc-
cessively play the roles of prison-
ers, civilians, soldiers, humanitar-
ian workers, thereby discovering, 
from different perspectives, what 
the difficulties of life in conflict 
situations are really like and the 
rules that govern these extreme 
situations.
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Waiting for Solferino!
Less than three weeks before the 
beginning of Solferino 2009 
events.

The Rome Consensus commits 
119 National Societies of Red 
Cross and Red Crescent to 
promote, develop and implement 
a humanitarian approach to the 
world’s drug crisis. The Rome 
Consensus is chaired by the 
Italian Red Cross and the Inter-
national Council on Security 
and Development.
Drugs are a global issue with 
devastating effects on health, 
human rights and the social well-
being of entire communities. 
Drugs are a humanitarian disas-
ter that affects the most vulner-
able people.
The Red Cross and Red Cres-
cent Movement understands the 
humanitarian and public health 
aspects of the drug issue. The 
Movement can mobilise its power 
of humanity to protect and speak 
for those at risk from drugs. 
The Rome Consensus is a 
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unique opportunity to establish a 
new commitment to a humanitar-
ian drug policy based on reason 
and compassion that generates 
action, free from ideology, force, 
stigmatization and discrimination.
The Rome Consensus team is 
there to assist NS who want to 
mobilise on the drug issue. The 
Consensus provides research 
and information, and provides a 
forum for exchanges of informa-
tion and experiences on drug 
policy activities.
The Rome Consensus is articu-
lated in regional initiatives to 
tackle the specificities of each 
geographical zone. The Rome 
Consensus European initiative 
Rome Consensus Europe, is 
supported by the European Com-
mission.
